Instructions

Welcome to the instructions section. Because we’ve made things so quick and easy to set up, this is going to be short. All you need is your host, to be logged into the control panel or have your ftp program up so you can upload files, and a domain. Please read the whole document as it contains important information. This section is only relevant if you plan to use the provided sales material and package files in their original format. 

Your Content

If you open up any of these folders the first thing you will see is:

1. A PDF file – This is the content of the DOC file converted to a PDF document using Adobe Acrobat and viewable using the free Adobe Acrobat Reader. This is the file that your members will be downloading as their product.

2. A Site Folder – Inside this folder is your website and sales material. All files in this folder will need to be uploaded to your host for visitors to see it in its entirety. The directory structure is also 

pre-determined, so that for example, if an html file refers to a jpeg image, you do not need to tell it where to find the image. It knows already.

What You Need In Front Of You To Set This Up 

We advise that you have the following open in front of you. Don’t worry, the setup for all the sites and products is the same, so once you’ve uploaded one site, you’ve done them all.

1. An FTP Program or Your Control Panel open ready to upload your files. Remember, the directory structure and the locations of all the files must stay the same for sites to display correctly.

2. An HTML editor or text editor ready to edit the html with your details so that the site is personal to you. There may also be aspects of the sale letter that you want to add to or edit. (We’ll come to exactly what needs editing in a moment). We recommend Microsoft’s FrontPage or Macromedia’s Dreamweaver. 

Note: If you’re editing in one of these pieces of software, remember to say ‘No’ if it asks you to ‘Update Links’ when you save the file. If you click yes, the file will no longer point to the correct images.

Uploading And Directory Structure

Now you’re ready to upload your chosen site! Index.html is your homepage and contains your sales letter. All you have to do is grab all the files and folders inside the ‘Sites’ folder (excluding the folder name ‘Sites’ itself) and upload them as they are. As long as the same files stay inside the css folder, the images folder, and in the same location on your server relative to index.html, this will work fine.

When you’re done, head over to your site and check it out. The address should be http://www.YourSite.com/index.html. If you uploaded to a different directory, index.html will be located at http://www.YourSite.com/YourDirectory/index.html. It’s really important that directory structure is kept intact, otherwise it will not display correctly and the formatting and fonts will be disorganized.

HTML Editing

There are only 4 things that you need to edit on each index.html page before you are ready to launch. Editing of other pages is entirely optional. Open up index.html with your chosen software (Dreamweaver, FrontPage, or a text document if you’re confident) and carry out the following.

Editing Job 1. Ctrl + F and do a search in the code for the phrase ‘Yoursite@YourSite.com’ without the inverted comma’s. You’ll find two instances of this in your code. One at the top of the page, and one at the bottom. You now have two options. These are the contact us links.

Option A) The easy method. Head to google.com and search for the phrase ‘E-mail Encoder’. You will find many free sites where you may enter your e-mail address, and it will encode your mail for you. Simply paste your new code right over the line that reads..

..in your code so that your new code replaces the old. To complete the process, re-insert the code class="MrMain style2" in exactly the same place it is located in the example above (Right after the <ahref="mailto:YourSite@YourSite.com" bit) Be mindful of the “ marks too, make sure you don’t miss them when you’re pasting that back in.

Repeat the process for the contact button at the base of index.html. Once you’re done, upload your new index.html to replace the old, and check your new links in your browser.

Option B) If you’re feeling technical and dabble or even know php, we’ve included a contact us form for you. All you need to do is complete the backend php, change the <a href=mailto:Yoursite@Yoursite.com link to point at contact.html, and note the contact form calls contactty.php.
Editing Job 2. Your next job is to simply paste in your payment buttons from your chosen payment processor, whether it be PayPal, 2Checkout, WebsiteBilling.com, or something else. All payment processors give you the code and the instructions to do this.

Editing Job 3. Next up, testimonials. The examples provided are fake, so you will want to provide your own. We highly recommend you spend a day or two gathering some as it will significantly boost your sales compared to deleting them altogether. We also suggest you include proof or additional information from your experiences with the product and your expertise to increase the trust your readers have in you. 

If you open up index.html in Dreamweaver or FrontPage, or your editing software, you will see the testimonials are conveniently contained within the gray cells. All you have to do is edit them as you would normal web page text. Of course, if you prefer to remove them entirely, select the cells and hit your delete key. 

Editing Job 4. And finally you need to create your members area. All that’s required is a simple link on the blank.html page pointing to your zip or pdf download. Be sure to rename it members.html and upload it. Blank.html is intended to be used as a template to create any additional pages for your new site if you wish. It would also be very wise to use any software you have at your disposal to password protect the members area, create an affiliate program, gather leads and so forth if you choose to do so.

CSS Files (optional)

CSS files are a quick and easy method of managing the layout of content on your websites. You may have noticed the file MRMain.css inside your css folder already, and seen several references to it throughout your code. 

We didn’t want to assume everyone knew how to use css files, so we kept it as simple as we possibly could. If you know how to link up your css files and apply them to text and layout, great! But if not, the news is good. The only information contained within that CSS file is font sizes. The layout of your sites are 100% determined by the html code and not the css files. You can easily emulate the look the CSS file gives your text by using the following sizes and fonts.

Bold/Italics/Underlined text use standard Bold/Italics/Underline features.

Another option you have is to simply remove the css file entirely. This will however re-set all fonts on all pages to default sizes and styles and you will have to manually re-edit them. We advise sticking with the CSS files and using the above to add content to your site. It’s far easier and less time consuming =)

Launch

That’s it! All done and ready to launch. Remember, while we can’t offer technical support, installations, uploads and edits for you, we can fix a file if you find anything that you believe to be broken or missing from your package.
